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Charge completion is based on max brick voltage.
Charging is broken in to two steps. First, the battery is charged
at a constant current until a designated voltage is reached.
Next, the battery is charged at a constant constant voltage
charge.
At a constant voltage charge, the current exponentially decays, and when the current is below
1 amp, the brick voltage can be closely approximated. Charging is concluded when the max
brick voltage is reached.
Standard mode max brick voltage = 4.18V
Range mode max brick voltage = 4.20V
Note: The green fil in the battery icon is based on MINIMUM brick voltage and will not completely fil the
battery icon upon completion of charge. When charging in range mode, the gap is substantial. This
is normal operation.
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
